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There have been a lot of new issues with regard to
nutrients in the last year. First, there was last summer's
U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Science
Advisory Board (SAB) draft report on the Gulf of Mexico
hypoxia (dead zone) issue, pointing to point sources as the
most efficient way of addressing the nutrient enrichment
problem that causes the dead zone to occur. Then last fall,
the Natural Resources Defense Council (NRDC) filed a
petition for rulemaking seeking revisions to the definition of
secondary treatment to address nutrients. In response, the
Association of State and Interstate Water Pollution Control
Administrators (ASIWPCA) sent a letter to EPA
suggesting that the states would support a technology-
based approach. Finally, EPA's Gulf of Mexico Watershed
Nutrient Task Force issued a draft update to its action plan
for addressing the Gulf hypoxia issue.

Together these developments have intensified the national
debate on nutrient issues. The National Association of
Clean Water Agencies (NACWA) and WEF have been
actively tracking this issue, especially the NRDC petition.
John Metzler, Chair of KWEA's Government Affairs
committee is a member of a NACWA committee that will
convene a late May meeting with U.S. EPA and
representatives from ASIWPCA to discuss nutrient issues
in general, and the recent focus technology-based
approaches have received. While ASIWPCA has since
clarified that it is not advocating national technology-based
requirements for nutrients, state regulators are nevertheless
facing serious obstacles in their efforts to develop
meaningful, water quality-based nutrient criteria. States are
expressing concerns that they are not able to correlate
water quality impacts, like algae growth, to increases in
nutrient levels. This calls into question the validity of setting
numeric limits for nutrients. This frustration in the criteria
development process has sparked interest in exploring a
technology-based approach, at least as a stopgap measure,
while states continue work on numeric nutrient criteria.

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While appealing to some in the short term, a technology
driven approach, as NACWA and WEF outlined in
comments to EPA on the NRDC petition, would severely
limit the effectiveness of any future water quality based
efforts. Water quality trading and leveraging opportunities
to address non-point sources would be reduced if clean
water agencies had already moved toward limits of
technology (LOT) for nutrient removal. The broader
implications on the environment, including increased power
consumption and greenhouse gas emissions that would
accompany a technology-based approach, would likely
outweigh any gains in water quality. Additionally, these

comments expressed serious concern about the cost-
effectiveness of mandating billions of dollars of upgrades to
reduce nutrient discharges from point sources while the
issue of nutrient loadings from non-point sources goes
largely unaddressed.

Significant improvements were made to the SAB's report
on the Gulf hypoxia issue following NACWA's submittal of
extensive comments. Rather than recommend controls for
all major point sources, the report suggested that while
point source controls could be more stringent, more study is
need to evaluate the cost effectiveness of point source
controls versus non-point source controls.  NACWA
understands that some of the scientific information used in
the SAB report and subsequently relied upon in the
Nutrient Task Force's updated action plan, assumes that
the entire nutrient contribution from point sources
throughout the watershed reaches the Gulf of Mexico.

More recent studies confirming sedimentation and local
uptake of nutrients throughout the watershed, suggest that
the SAB and Nutrient Task Force estimates of point source
contributions of nutrients to the Gulf could be overstated.
NACWA hopes that the planned meeting with EPA and
ASIWPCA will begin a productive dialogue on the issue,
including the capabilities of current removal technologies,
the difficulties in developing meaningful numeric water
quality criteria, and opportunities for addressing non-point
contributions as the major source of nutrient pollution.

Please be sure to mark your calendars for KWEA's
Nutrient Conference scheduled for August 25 & 26, 2008,
at the Capitol Plaza Hotel. This timely conference will no
doubt bring new information on this critical issue.

This article was based extensively on a similar article
in NACWA's April 2008 ªCleanwater Advocate.º
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Why an entire Conference devoted to nutrients? Nutrients,
primarily nitrogen and phosphorus, are one of the most
significant water quality challenges we face today. Excess
nitrogen and phosphorus are the primary causes of
eutrophication ± an overgrowth of plants in streams and
lakes ± and their resulting algal blooms. In particular, blue
green algae blooms produce tastes and odors in drinking
water, as well as toxins that can be extremely harmful to
humans and animals. Chronic symptoms of algae blooms
include low dissolved oxygen (Hypoxia or the ªDead Zoneº
in the Gulf of Mexico), fish kills, cloudy murky water and
depletion of desirable aquatic plants and animals.

Wastewater treatment plant discharges contain substantial
amounts of nitrogen and phosphorus that can contribute to
poor water quality in Kansas lakes and streams. KDHE
also calculates that nutrients in Kansas wastewater
treatment plant discharges contribute significantly to
downstream problems including Gulf of Mexico Hypoxia.

Because the impacts of nutrients
on local and downstream water
bodies, KDHE developed the Kansas
Nutrient Reduction Plan in 2004. The
Plan calls for wastewater treatment
facilities to appreciably reduce their
discharge of nutrients over the next several years. To date,
many cities have constructed and begun operating facilities
to remove nutrients. Others are in design, being constructed
or being studied.

The KWEA/KDHE Nutrient Conference will give you and
your staff an opportunity to learn more about what others
are doing to achieve high levels of nutrient removal. It will
provide an opportunity to hear both expert designers, and
operations staff who have real world experience with
nutrient reduction at wastewater treatment plants. We
strongly encourage you and your staff to take advantage of
what promises to be an outstanding educational opportunity.

Over 3,000,000 gallons of
groundwater was saved
by reusing the
wastewater.

· Class II ± Sedgwick (0.3MGD)

This small plant achieves
compliance despite
numerous high influent
BOD discharges from
industries. The operator
takes pride in the plant
which is a very well-
maintained facility.

· Class III ± Holton (0.528 MGD)

The plant was recently
upgraded with an Aero-
Mod plant in 2006, but to
keep costs down the City
still utilizes their existing
lagoon system as well.
The plant was upgraded

in a cost-effective manner while still being able to achieve
compliance and handle large wet weather flows.

· Class IV ± Kill Creek (2.5 MGD)

The plant has had no
compliance violations
since it was put in
operation 6 years ago.
The plant is equipped
with state of the art
process equipment and
the employees take pride
in their work.

· Class V ± Lawrence (12.5 MGD)

The wastewater treatment
plant staff works very
hard to maintain and
operate a well kept facility
that operates to its highest
efficiency and capability.
The plant emphasizes
safety and security and

the treatment process is monitored through an extensive
SCADA and utility management system. The city is
committed to going above and beyond mere compliance.

· Class VI ± General Motors

The plant has an excellent record of compliance. All of the
industrial nominees were very good and the decision was
very difficult. General Motors stood out in their efforts to
be outstanding stewards of the environment. General
Motors has developed a list of SOPs that instruct operators
how to run equipment safely and in the most energy
efficient manner possible. These instructions are brief, easy
to understand, easy to implement and accessible at each
piece of equipment.

The name of their gadget was ªRagless Sampler Arm.º This sampling
device was made to
solve the issue of
trying to collect
samples in a large
diameter sewer line,
which is prone to
carrying many rags,
towels. These items
can provide for an
erroneous wastewater
strength measurement
in a normal sampler.

Johnson County Environmental is responsible for sampling a

large six-foot diameter sewer line that carries
approximately 15 MGD of Johnson County sanitary
wastewater across the state line to Missouri for
treatment. Johnson County Environmental is charged for
the wastewater that is treated and the charges are based
on the strength and volume of the wastewater.
Therefore, accuracy of the strength measurement
becomes extremely important. After several trials and
improvements, the ªRagless Sampler Armº has turned out
to be a gadget that potentially saves the utility around
$400,000 or more, based on the possible cost of erroneous
samples.

The
proposed budget indicated a shortfall (net revenue under
expenses) by -$14,645.

RESULTS: Based upon the recommendations and
anticipated actions listed below, the Finance Committee
may be able to increase revenue about $750 and reduce
expenses by approximately $15,700. The net result is that
the budget will show a net increase in revenue over
expenses of +$1,804. Total amount of the adjustment is
$16,450. A copy of the recommended Final 2007-08 Budget
is below.
